. No medication(s) shall be administered to any
animal admitted to the fairgrounds without the
consent of the Fair Veterinarian. Exhibitors will be
required to sign a statement certifying that medicated
feed has been withdrawn from their animal in
compliance with all STATE AND FEDERAL
regulations.
. Drench guns are not approved for use while on the
fairgrounds. Anyone found to be using any type of
drench gun to administer liquids or paste into any
animal without the supervision and direction of the fair
veterinarian and/or designated fair official, will result in
exhibit and/or exhibitor being disqualified.
DRUG TESTING

. The Porterville Fair reserves the right to test any

animal officially entered in any division, for foreign
substance including drugs, chemicals, feed additives,
as well as procedures to exterior or interior. As a prior
condition to accepting an entry, an entry card signed
by the exhibitor, 4-H Leader, FFA Advisor, Parent or
Legal Guardian grants the Porterville Fair permission
to test entry. Test samples collected from any animal
must have zero tolerance for any identifiable or
unidentifiable foreign substances including drugs,
chemicals or feed additives, unless otherwise estab-
lished as permissible by the USDA or FDA. Any
penalties or fines will be considered at a special Fair
Board hearing.
. The Grand and Reserve Grand Champion Market
Sheep, Beef, Swine, and Goats shall be drug tested.
A committee of the Fair Board, in cooperation with the
fair veterinarian, will coordinate this testing. Addition-
ally, the Fair Board reserves the right to test any other
animal within the market show. If an animal tests
positive the Fair Board shall review the results with the
exhibitor and their parents or guardians and advise of
what penalties may occur. The Fair Board may with
hold all awards, monies, and any other gratuities
associated with the plac
Additionally the Fair Board may consider permanent
removal of the exhibitor.

The Fair Board may also consider sanctions towards the
leader of an exhibitor if it is deemed that there was an
association that led to misuse of drugs with any animal.
DRUG TESTING POLICY: The protocol used for drug
testing will be in a document at the livestock office.
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The procedure shall be followed unless modified by the
fair veterinarian in charge with the knowledge and con-
sent of the Livestock Superintendent and the board mem-
ber responsible for drug testing.
